Terms for Loans:

Equipment & machinery.......7 years 
Real estate..........................20 years 
 

Collateral: The City will seek to have the best 

possible collateral position to ensure that RLF 

loans are adequately secured. 

 

Limitations: Loan funds will not be used to pay 

off any previous debt. Refinancing construction 

may be an exception to this rule.

ANNEXATION PRIMER 

BASIC OVERVIEW 

3 types of annexation proceedings: 

1.) Landowner Consent – Annexations made upon a written petition for annexation or a written 
consent to annex from the property owner. 

2.) Unilateral – Annexations which may be accomplished without owner consent and without 
County review. 

3.) All Other – annexations which require special County Commission procedures and consent. 

LANDOWNER CONSENT ANNEXATIONS 
The specific procedure to be followed depends upon whether the land does or does not adjoin the 
existing city limits. 

If adjoining: No particular formality. Agreements can be made, no public notice or hearing, adopt 
ordinance. 

If not adjoining: Primary Resolution, County Commission Determination, adopt ordinance. 

UNILATERAL ANNEXATIONS  

Can be used when: 

1.) The land is platted, and some part of the land adjoins the city; 
2.) The land is owned or held in trust for the city or any agency thereof; 
3.) The land adjoins the city and is held by any trust for any governmental unit; 
4.) The land lies within or mainly within the city and has a common perimeter with the city 

boundary line of more than 50%; 
5.) The land if annexed will make the city boundary line straight or harmonious and some part 

thereof adjoins the city. (21 acre limit per tract) 
6.) The tract is so situated that 2/3 of any boundary line adjoins the city. (21 acre limit per tract) 

Can’t be used when unplatted land is 21 acres or more in size and is devoted to agricultural use. 

Procedure to be followed: 

1.) Preparation of Plan for Extension of municipal services. – Report shall have 
a. Sketches showing land proposed to be annexed, present and proposed boundaries, 

present streets, water mains, sewers, and any other city utilities and the proposed 
extensions thereof; and the general land use patterns 

b. Plan to provide “full and complete understanding” of the intentions of the city for 
extending to the area to be annexed each major municipal service 

c. Estimated costs impact of providing such services to the residents of the city and 
residents of the proposed area 



d. Method by which city plans to finance the extension of such services to the area 
e. Timetable of the plans for extending each major municipal serviced to the area annexed 
f. Means by which the services currently provided elsewhere will be maintained  by the 

city at equal of better levels of service 
g. Plan shall state those services which shall be provided immediately upon annexation 

 
2.) Obtaining of Property ownership list – obtain abstractor’s certified property ownership list 
3.) Adopt a resolution stating that the city is considering the annexation of said land. The resolution 

gives notice of a public hearing 60‐70 days out; describes the land proposed to be annexed; and 
states the plan of the city for extension of municipal services is available for inspection in the 
clerk’s office. 

4.) Mailing of Notice of Hearing – Within 10 days of adoption of the resolution, each property 
owner in proposed area is sent by certified mail a copy of the resolution and sketch. 

5.) Notice to other local government entities – Within 10 days of adoption of the resolution, the 
copy is sent to any political or taxing subdivision in the area. 

6.) Referral to the Planning Commission – Within 10 days of the adoption of the resolution the 
annexation is referred to the planning commission. 

a. Planning commission to make finding as to the “compatibility or the incompatibility of 
the annexation with any adopted land use or comprehensive plans applicable to the 
area to be annexed and the annexing city”. 

b. Planning commission’s findings are advisory only and not binding 
7.) Publication of resolution and sketch – once in the official city newspaper on a date that is not 

less than one week and not more than 2 weeks prior to the public hearing 
8.) Public Hearing –  

a. City presentation – present annexation proposal and plan for municipal extension 
services 

b. Interested Party comments – anyone’s opportunity to speak 
c. Governing body deliberation – Governing body deliberates and determines the 

advisability of annexation giving consideration to 16 factors (K.S.A. 15‐520a(e)) 
1. Extent to which any of the area is devoted to agricultural use; 
2. Area of platted land relative to unplatted land 
3. Topography, natural boundaries, storm and sanitary sewers, drainage 

basins, transportation links, or any other physical characteristics which may 
be an indication of the existence or absence of a common interest of the 
city and the area to be annexed. 

4. Extent and age of residential development in the area to be annexed and 
adjacent land within the city’s boundaries; 

5. Present population in the area to be annexed and the projected population 
growth during the next five years in the proposed area; 

6. Extent of business, commercial and industrial development in the area; 
7. Present cost, methods and adequacy of governmental services and 

regulatory controls in the area; 



8. Proposed cost, extent and necessity of governmental services to be 
provided by the city proposing annexation and the plan and schedule to 
extend such services; 

9. Tax impact upon property in the city and the area; 
10. Extent to which the residents of the area  are directly or indirectly 

dependent upon the city for governmental services and for social, 
economic, employment, cultural and recreational opportunities and 
resources.  

11. Effect of the proposed annexation on the city and other adjacent areas, 
including, but not limited to, other cities, sewer and water districts, 
improvement districts, townships or industrial districts and, subject to fire 
districts 

12. Existing petitions for incorporation of the area as a new city or for the 
creation of a special district; 

13. Likelihood of significant growth in the area and in the adjacent areas during 
the next five years; 

14. Effect of annexation upon the utilities providing services to the area and the 
ability of those utilities to provide those services shown in the detailed plan; 

15. Economic impact on the areas;  
16. Wasteful duplication of services; 

 
9.) Decision by Governing Body – annexation may be accomplished by adoption of an ordinance.
