Subject: Unsafe & Dangerous Structures
Guest: None.

Background: Resolutions 08-06 through 08-10 were already passed; however, they
were not printed by the Montgomery County Chronicle in time. Therefore, Resolutions
08-13 through 08-17 need to be passed.

The Fire Department has compiled a list of properties throughout the City that are unsafe
and dangerous and should be condemned. Resolutions 08-13 through 08-17 address the
properties from that list that are the top priorities for repair or removal. Current policy
allows the City to begin condemnation proceedings on these properties. In pursuing these
proceedings, the City will provide for the health and safety of its citizens and increase
local property values.

Financial Consideration: Removal of 4 of the 5 properties may cost between $2,000
and $4,000 each. The demolition costs of the structure at 300 E. Main is difficult to
estimate, but could cost upwards of $10,000. There is $18,250 included in the 2008
budget for code enforcement actions.

Legal Consideration: Follow local ordinances and state statutes that address the proper
legal proceedings and considerations for removal of unsafe and dangerous structures.

Policy Consideration: The Council has an expressed policy of removing dangerous
and unsafe structures citywide. Adoption of these resolutions is the next necessary step in
carrying out this policy.

Recommendation: Adopt Resolutions 08-13 through 08-17.

Subject: Clarification of Procedure for Delinquent Utility Accounts.
Guest: None.

Background: Recently staff was reviewing City Code, and found where City Code
differed from actual procedure in dealing with delinquent utility accounts. The current
procedure is to send late notices on the 11" of the month, and to shut off utility service
that is not paid by the 21° of each month. However, this differs from the codified
procedure, which follows below:

(a) An account delinquency and service discontinuance notice shall be issued in
writing on the 21°7 day of the month with respect to any delinquent and unpaid water
service bill. Notice shall be sent by U.S. Mail, first class, to the customer (and a copy
also sent by U.S. Mail, first class, to the occupant of the premises serviced if the occupant
is not the customer) at the last known address of the customer as shown on the records of
the City. Written notice may also be provided by personal service upon the customer by
an employee of the City Water Department or by any City Law Enforcement Officer or
by such City Employee posting the written notice upon a door of a building upon the
property serviced.

(b) The notice of account delinquency and service discontinuance shall provide

the following information:

(1) Name of customer and address where service is being provided;

(2) Account Number;

(3) Amount past due plus delinquency charges;

(4) Notice that water service shall be terminated upon failure to pay the

delinquent billing plus delinquency charges within ten (10) days of the

date of the mailing of the notice; and

Financial Consideration: The codified procedure may increase delinquencies and
reduce the City’s ability to timely collect utility revenue.

Legal Consideration: The City needs to be in compliance with its own of code.
